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the Insert media pop up window. The title of the
content you selected will appear in the name
field along with the embed URL above.

Click Insert Media to insert this content into the
Moodle editor. In editing mode, the video will
appear as a link.

Once you have finished editing your activity or
resource, click the Save and Display button at
the bottom and your chosen video is now
embedded in Moodle. It's that easy!
